Process for Functional Behavioral Assessment 

Establish a collaborative team that includes the student, at least one student peer (if appropriate), sibling and other family members important in the student’s life.

1. List all positive or appropriate behaviors the student has and all his/her individual strengths.  These behaviors can be classified under the multiple intelligence frames of interpersonal skills, interpersonal, music, mathematics, linguistic, nature, humor, and spirit.



2. List all challenging behaviors in observable terms, communicative intent of behavior, frequency and duration of the behavior.  Finally describe the school’s typical responses to the behavior and rate the behavior according to seriousness:
